Different Because:

* |A students enter the In-School Program during the
summer after Primary School.

* | Aautomatically enrolls incoming Primary students
whose older siblings are already IA students. Then IA
selects incoming students based on a 'Barrier to
Success' checklist, which includes student's current
school performance, circumstances at home and
relationships with their peers at school.

¢ |A Coordinators maintain a balance of its program
participants by selecting students who exhibits (20%)
Leadership, (50%) Greatest Impact and (30%)
Intensive Intervention personal characteristics.

¢ Any child not selected for the In-School Program
may pay a nominal fee per year and participate in
after-school, weekend and summer programs.

INVESTMENT ATLANTA provides additional
services to the community beyond its core youth
programs:

* We provide workshops to help parents' develop
more effective parenting skills which enhance
children's academic performance, health and social
behavior.

* We provide Leadership Development Seminars for
aspiring youth, interested community leaders and
corporate persons who desire to improve their
personal and career leadership growth.

* Finally, the 1A Center will explore a variety of
communication and international outreach
opportunities, i.e. mentorship programs and speaker
forums involving successful Entrepreneurs, Business
and Community Leaders and Professional Athletes to
assist our young people to better understand the
importance of education, successful thinking, and
interacting on a business and professional level.

Students benefit from education, recreation and
performing arts programs at their school, in the
community and at the |A Center:

In- School Program

The In-School Program provides structural, goal
oriented personal development and violence
prevention services to students in grades P5-12.
School-based coordinator's advocate for their
students during school hours and interact with
students as teacher, parent and mentor every day after
school, on weekends and during the summer months.

After School Program

IA offers after-school programs that provide
academic support, in addition to art, music, and
athletic enrichment activities that help strengthens the
student self esteem and confidence.

Summer Program

Summer programs for all 1A students include a five-
week primary, middle and a high school program with
education, recreation and performing arts
components.

Post-High School

When students are in high school, IA's Post High
School Coordinator begins working with them on
college courses preparation, job skills interviewing
techniques, internships and the process of selecting
and applying to colleges.

IALeadership Program

IA Leadership Fellows are students who have
demonstrated leadership abilities and influence their
peers to make positive choices and work toward
community transformation.

Athletes to enhance their bodies and minds in the
following areas:
